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“Sustainable SMEs in Malaysia”
The talk will begin by introducing the importance of SMEs in Malaysia based on their

economic contribution to the nation. While SMEs contribute significantly to the economy, so
are their threats to the environment. A case of river pollution that happened in year 2020 will
briefly be shared. Next, the meaning of green SMEs and the benefits of ‘going green’ will then
be discussed. The talk will then highlight three cases of SMEs in Malaysia that received awards
in the Malaysian Sustainable Business Awards 2020/2021 under the category of SMEs. The
cases will feature two SMEs and one Social Enterprise that have successfully embarked on
sustainable projects. The three cases clearly show how committed these SMEs are in their
production and practices, which contribute towards making the world a better place to live in

and improving the quality of life of human nature.
